2. Safety Information

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3. Assembly 4. Operation

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Emptying the dirty water tank

NOTE: The float in your Rapide is located forwards of
the back the dirty water tank lid. It will shut off the
suction when the dirty water tank is full. For best
results use a smooth steady motion keeping the
nozzle flat against the carpet.

Tipping the cleaner and breaking the seal of the
nozzle against the carpet will cause the float to rise
cutting off suction. Once the float is activated, empty
the dirty water tank. If the tank does not appear full
turn off the power switch and wait for the float to
settle. For best results use only Vax Solution.
You will hear a change in motor pitch when the tank is full
and needs emptying.
